RESOLUTION

WHEREAS, Florida is the #1 destination for marine recreation in the United States, with Brevard County’s extensive waterways currently reporting over 35,000 registered vessels; and 

WHEREAS, on May 27, 2009, the Governor of the Great State of Florida did sign and enact House Bill 1423 revising provisions for waterway navigation, safety and informational marking, including revised specifications for vessel registration and identification; and

WHEREAS, insufficiently anchored and/or unattended vessels can become a threat to public safety as well as an environmental and recreational hazard, a costly derelict vessel and a public nuisance; and
WHEREAS, acting to protect Brevard’s boaters and the most biologically diverse estuary in North America, the Florida Fish and Wildlife Conservation Commission in their expanded proactive and positive local efforts, have educated and assisted in compliance hundreds of local boaters in relation to this new legislation since its inception; and
WHEREAS, the protection of the Brevard’s shared waterways targeted towards improved navigation, increased recreational usage, and safer boating is in the best interest of the State and region.
